Equine Influenza and Tetanus vaccinations are a compulsory requirement for all pony/horses attending the Northumberland 
County Show.  
The requirement for the first 3 vaccinations is as follows: the first 2 vaccinations 21 – 92 days apart, a third booster between 
150-215 days, and an annual booster vaccination within 365 days thereafter.  
No horse should enter competitions within 7 days of an Equine Influenza vaccination.  
This rule may be subject to change from guidance from the FEI/BEF and competitors will be notified of any changes prior to 
the show.  
In-foal mares that have already had vaccinations of primary Equine Influenza course should be vaccinated 4-6 weeks before 
the foal is due to be born. Foals should be vaccinated for Equine Influenza at 6 months to commence their primary course.

This must include a walk, trot and canter on both reins, a free walk 
on a long rein, canter circle, extension at canter (not a gallop) on one rein, and a halt. Canter transitions must 
be executed on the straight, (not at a corner)   

• No stripping.  

• Any suitable bridle, including a Micklem bridle, flash or grackle, nosebands etc, and a correctly fitted running 
martingale can be used.  

• Coloured or plain brow bands can be used. 

• Bit-less bridles and Running Gags are not permitted.
